Dankomat

We have built a centenary “Dankomat”, which will be used at a variety of high-traffic places in Switzerland
during the year. Converted from a photo booth, the Dankomat is mobile and easy to transport between
locations, despite weighing 350 kg. Passers-by can use the Dankomat to leave a video message of about a
minute’s duration. After the message has been checked, it will be uploaded to the www.merci-danke-grazie.ch
microsite and related Facebook page.
